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“Free and Slave”
Galatians 5:13-18
The Galatians text may describe our life a little too
well this past week. Remember a conversation you
had this week, maybe before church, when you
were upset, or a conversation you had with
someone you did not like? What was the
outcome? Was it similar to what is described in
Galatians? It is easy to blame the other person for
the way we talked or acted, but Galatians does not
give us that permission, it forces us to look in the
mirror. The text gives us a paradox of being both
free and a slave at the same time. We are free
because of Jesus’ death and resurrection, but we
are a slave as we are compelled by Jesus’ love to
act in love towards one another. This goes for an
employee and their boss, a child and their parent,
two neighbors, peers and so on. Our freedom does
not entitle us to anything, except to act in love to
each other. We do not have to look any farther
than our own family to work on this. If you do not
want as many troubles when you go home, then let
love guide your words and actions, remembering
the paradox, we are both free and a slave at the
same time.

Questions:

1. How differently do you view people you like and
dislike?

2. How does that affect the way you talk to them?

3. How does love change your words and actions?
